All junctions have clear wooden signs on posts.
Apache Creek will have some water flowing at some
crossings -- count each crossing (Xing)!  
Xing 1: Trail drops west into creek, zig-zags across creek
  (expect water), continues west on far side through tall
  weeds, soon going into a gully, then into a meadow.
Xing 2: After passing signs in meadow, go in same
  direction, then steep drop to creek.  Crossing may be
  marshy.  On far side, bend to right through small trees.
Xing 3, 4 and 5: trail is obvious on each side of creek.
Xing 6:  Between 5 and 6, trail climbs away from creek
  through the woods and bends left.  As trees thin out,
  creek is below on left.
