Drive east on Hwy 89A towards Mingus Mountain
and Jerome – end part is a steep mountain road.
- From Hwy 89 (near airport), go for about 21.5 miles.
- From Glassford Hill Rd (east side of Prescott
  Valley), go for about 17.5 miles.
- Go left at light (at jct with Fain Road) to stay on 89A.
- On the drive, look out for pronghorns past the 
  fairgrounds.  As you climb the mountain, note
  limestone rocks at bottom, basalt (lava) near the top.
Turn left off highway into parking area at milepost 339.5
-  Road is almost level here, 2.9 miles past summit.
- There’s a big Prescott National Forest sign here.
FR 338 is opposite parking entrance (right side of road)
- Cross road carefully from parking, hike down FR 338.
- Stay on right as dirt road drops steeply to #547 TH.
TH is on right (SW) at bottom, 0.1 miles from parking.
- Take trail #547 to do this loop counter-clockwise.
- Trail #547 is Mescal, trail #548 is Bug Hollow.
Total loop hike is 3.4 miles (moderate). 
Parking elevation is 6250 feet, high point is 6700 feet.

- Use rock cairns along trails to help find correct route.
