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TRAIL HEAD DIRECTIONS
Distance: Prescott to TH is 3.5 miles, all blacktop.

This Spree hike is on a new ftrails system called Storm Ranch.

This trails system is complex and you may get lost, especially

if you take the longer optional loop. The heavy monsoon rains
have caused lots of grass/weeds to grow so the trails are
sometimes not obvious. At each junction, check the map on the
signpost and the white dots to be sure you take the correct turn.
Drive east from downtown Prescott on Gurley St to US 89 junction.

NOTES:

1. Boulder Creek probably won't be flowing but
some pools may be left from the monsoons.

. The name of the Easter Island trail is because
the rock formations remind some people of
the statues on that Pacific island.

3. As indicated on the map, new trails are being
added between Boulder Creek trail and Easter
Island trail. If you see a new trail junction
without a sign, ignore the new trail. It there is
a new trail not on my map, ignore that too.

. Instead of hiking along the Peavine trail to the
Boulder Creek trail, you could ride your bike to
that trail junction. There is a bike rack there
where you can padlock your bike.
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From there, go north for 2.6 miles to a traffic light. Turn right (SE)
onto Prescott Lakes Parkway. Drive across bridge, then left (NE)
onto Sundog Ranch Road. The Peavine TH and the large parking
lot is the first turn on the left.

This is a Fee Area ($3). Free on Wednesdays.

You can choose your hiking distance:

- The ‘Short’ Loop is 4.7 miles (moderate).

- The optional added loop is 5.9 miles total (strenuous)

TH elevation (low point) is 5190 feet, high point is 5320 feet’
Description: Hike NW from parking through gate a short distance
to T junction (this is NOT shown on the map). Turn right and hike
along the Peavine (an old RR grade) for 1.5 miles to the first jct on
right, which is the Easter Island trail (this is on the map). Follow
map and arrows to reach the next junction on right, Boulder Creek
-- do the loop clockwise. This area is now City land, purchased in
