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1{TRAIL HEAD DIRECTIONS

Distance: Prescott to TH is 37 miles, all blacktop

This trail has been included because of the intense interest by
people from our area. It’'s a long drive and a challenging hike.
The shortest route from Prescott to Yarnell is to drive south on

US 89 (34 miles). {A longer route (43 miles) with fewer bends

is to drive west out of Prescott on Iron Springs Road all the way
to Kirkland via Skull Valley (YC 10). Turn left there on YC 15 to
US 89 at Kirkland Junction, where you go right (south) on US 89
to Yarnell.} Drive through Yarnell, ~3 miles from downtown, to

the TH at MP 274.3 (this is on the narrow downhill road of US 89).
Park on the right. Space is limited to ~15 vehicles, so arrive early.
- On leaving, you must drive down to bottom of the hill, where
you can choose a safe point to do a U-turn and return to Yarnell.
NOTE: if parking is full, do as follows if you’re comfortable:
- Drive down to bottom, do U-turn, drive back up to MP 275.

- Then turn left shortly onto a connector road, to downhill US 89.
- Turn left there, and park at lookout point on left after 250 yards.
- Hike down in bike lane to TH, ~%2 mile on right, watch for traffic!
You can choose your out-and-back hiking distance:

- Turn-around 1 is 5.2 miles out-and-back (strenuous)

- Turn-around 2 is 7.2 miles out-and-back (very strenuous)
TH elevation is 4300 feet, observ. deck 5500, fatality site 5030’
Description: This is a strenuous hike with no shade so do

it later in the season, preferably on a cloudy day. Only do it if
you are in good physical shape. Take plenty of water — there

is none on the trail. It is a very worthwhile hike and will give

you a good appreciation of the rugged terrain, and a better
perspective of what the Granite Mountain Hotshots were up
against. They were there in midsummer — June 30, 2013.

If you make it to the fatality site, it is a moving experience.

There are many descriptive signs along the trail — worth reading.
